NUW MEMBERS STOP WORK AT BLUESCOPE 
National Union of Workers members at BlueScope Steel Northgate and Eagle Farm in Queensland will stop work for four hours across six shifts today and Wednesday. 

Distribution centre workers are angered at the company’s poor pay offer, refusal to recognise important union support services and continued insistence on secretive individual arrangements for penalty rates and overtime. 

NUW Site Organiser, Duncan Pegg said negotiations had broken down after five months of discussion. 
“The final offer put on the table by the company is inadequate,” Mr Pegg said. 

“BlueScope is the leading steel maker in Australia, but is short-changing hard working employees on pay and conditions.”

Mr Pegg said the company was also refusing to acknowledge the work of the union to support employees. 

“Members are deeply concerned at the company’s refusal to recognise rights of delegates and members,” Mr Pegg said. 

Mr Pegg said members voted unanimously for four-hour stoppages on both sites today and Wednesday.
