NUW MEMBERS SUPPORT REFORMS
In an endorsement of the National Union of Workers reform agenda, the membership today returned its leadership team for a further four years.  
The members have backed the work started last year to create a stronger democratic and nationally focussed union and re-elected National Secretary, Charlie Donnelly, unopposed.

With the recent resignation of Victorian Branch Secretary Antony Thow, who will now run as a candidate on the ALP Victorian Senate ticket, the union has refreshed its leadership team. 
After seven years as the Assistant National Secretary, Tim Kennedy has been elected to the office of Victorian Branch Secretary.
Mr Kennedy, who has held various positions within the union since 1995, said he was honoured to accept the position and continue his contribution to the NUW in the new role. 
“The Victorian branch is in very good shape, but there are plenty of challenges ahead as we strive to effectively represent workers in an uncertain world,” Mr Kennedy said.
Sam Roberts, has been elected Secretary of the newly created General Branch of the NUW, which encompasses Western Australia, South Australia, Tasmania and Queensland, along with the key national NUW industries of defence and market research.

Mr Roberts was formerly a National Organiser and played a key role in the campaign for union reform.
Senior National Industrial Officer Paul Richardson will step into the Assistant National Secretary role vacated by Mr Kennedy.
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
